 SCHEMES/ PROGRAMS 

Atal Innovation Mission (AIM) has 

started applications for its two 

flagship programs. 

 These programs are Atal 

Incubation Center (AIC) and Atal 

Community Innovation Center 

(ACIC). 

 Atal Incubation Centre is an 

initiative of the Atal Innovation 

Mission. 

 It aims to foster innovation and 

entrepreneurial spirit and create a 

supportive ecosystem for start-ups 

and entrepreneurs in India.  

 Each AIC is provided a grant of up 

to 10 crore rupees over a period of 

five years.  

 Since 2016, AIM has established 

68 AIC across 18 States and three 

Union Territories. They have 

supported over 2,700 start-ups.  

 Each ACIC is provided a grant of 

up to 2.5 crore rupees over a 

period of 5 years.  

 AIM has established 14 Atal 

Community Innovation Centres 

across the country. 

Government selected 8 craft 

villages under the ‘Linking Textile 

with Tourism’ programme.  

 To encourage crafts and tourism 

in one place, 8 Craft villages were 

taken up by the government under 

'Linking Textiles to Tourism'. 

 Major tourist places are being 

linked with handicraft clusters. The 

Craft Village will promote 

handicrafts as a sustainable and 

remunerative livelihood option for 

artisans in the clusters. 

 Under this programme, 1,000 

artisans will get direct benefits 

across the country. It will also 

increase the tourist inflow across 

the craft villages. 

 The craft villages selected are 

given below: Raghurajpur 

(Odisha), Tirupati (Andhra 

Pradesh), Vadaj (Gujarat), Naini 

(Uttar Pradesh), Anegundi 

(Karnataka), Mahabalipuram 

(Tamil Nadu), Taj Ganj (Uttar 

Pradesh), Amer (Rajasthan) 

State University Research 

Excellence Scheme has been 

launched by Government. 

 It has been launched to enhance 

research capabilities in state and 

private universities and colleges in 

a structured manner to create a 
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strong Research and 

Development Ecosystem. 

 State University Research 

Excellence (SURE) is an 

innovative scheme of the Science 

and Engineering Research Board 

(SERB). 

 SERB is a statutory body of the 

Department of Science and 

Technology (DST). 

 The new scheme will assist in 

integrating the university system 

into mainstream research and 

enable young faculty to participate 

in cutting-edge research. 

 This scheme will provide much-

needed research opportunities to 

45 percent of rural areas' state 

university faculties. 

 

Skill India launched the 

Recognition of Prior Learning 

(RPL) program to upskill 75,000 

workers in NDMC jurisdiction. 

 The Recognition of Prior Learning 

(RPL) program is funded by 

NDMC and SANKALP, a World 

Bank Project and is implemented 

by NSDC. 

 Under this program, workers will 

be upskilled in different trades like 

construction, electrical, plumbing, 

pottery etc. It will increase digital 

literacy and encourage 

entrepreneurship.  

 This program will be implemented 

in three phases through Sector 

Skill Councils (SSCs). It will be 

implemented in two modes- RPL 

through Camps and RPL at 

Employer’s premises. 

 RPL is a component of the 

Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas 

Yojana (PMKVY) scheme.  

 The Recognition of Prior Learning 

(RPL) program will increase 

employability opportunities and 

reduce the skill gap. 

Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas 

Yojana: 

 It was launched on 15 July 2015. 

 It was launched by the Ministry of 

Skill Development & 

Entrepreneurship (MSDE). 

 Its main objective is to encourage 

and promote skill development in 

the country. 
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NATIONAL NEWS 

More than 75000 startups have 

been recognized by DPIIT. 

 India has achieved an important 

milestone by recognizing more 

than 75,000 start-ups.  

 The last 10000 startups have 

been recognized in 156 days while 

the initial ten thousand startups 

were recognized in 808 days. 

 Recognizing more than 75 

thousand start-ups is a milestone 

in the order of 75 years of 

independence.  

 Around 80 Startups getting 

recognized per day, which is the 

highest rate in the world. 

 India has the 3rd largest 

ecosystem for startups. Around 

7.46 lakh jobs have been created 

by the Indian startup ecosystem 

and 49% of startups are from Tier 

II & Tier III cities. 

 Out of the total recognized 

startups, 12% are from IT 

services, 9% are from Healthcare 

and Life Sciences, 7% are from 

education and 5% are from 

professional and commercial 

services. 

 The Government has supported 

the startups from funding to tax 

incentives.  

Cabinet approves India’s Updated 

Nationally Determined 

Contribution to be communicated 

to the UNFCC. 

 The updated NDC aims to 

increase India's contributions to 

the Paris Agreement's goal of 

strengthening the international 

response to the threat of climate 

change. 

 According to the Updated NDC, 

India will reduce the emission 

intensity of its GDP by 45 percent 

from 2005 levels by 2030.   

 India will also achieve about 50 

percent cumulative electric power 

installed capacity from non-fossil 

fuel-based energy resources by 

2030. 

 This updated version of India's 

existing NDC is a step toward 

achieving India’s long-term goal of 

reaching net zero by 2070. 

 This will also help India get on the 

path of low emission growth.  

 At the 26th session of the 

Conference of the Parties of the 

United Nations Climate Change 

Framework Convention 

(UNFCCC) held in Glasgow, India 
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presented the five nectar elements 

(Panchamrit) of its climate action 

to the world. 

Paris Climate Agreement: 

 It was adopted by 196 Parties at 

COP21 in Paris on 12 December 

2015. 

 It came into force on 4 November 

2016. It is an initiative of the UN 

Framework Convention on Climate 

Change (UNFCCC). 

 Its objective is to limit the rise in 

global average temperature to 

below 2°C above pre-industrial 

levels. 

Indian Navy's team of women 

officers completed the first 

independent maritime surveillance 

mission in the North Arabian Sea 

on a Dornier 228 aircraft. 

 The mission was accomplished by 

five women officers of Naval Air 

Squadron-INAS-314 at Naval Air 

Enclave at Porbandar, Gujarat. 

 The mission was captained by 

Lieutenant Commander Aanchal 

Sharma.  

 Her team consisted of Pilot Lt 

Shivangi and Lt Apoorva Geete.  

 Lt. Pooja Panda and Sub Lt. Pooja 

Shekhawat, as tactical and censor 

officers, assisted in the mission. 

 INAS-314 is the flagship squadron 

of the Navy. It is based in 

Porbandar, Gujarat. It is currently 

operational under western naval 

command. 

ITBP installed a 72-feet-high 

National flag at ITBP Academy in 

Mussoorie.  

 The Indo-Tibetan Border Police 

(ITBP) has installed this 72-feet-

high National flag in collaboration 

with the Flag Foundation of India 

(FFI). 

 The National flag is dedicated to 

the martyrs of the freedom 

struggle. 

 It has been installed as part of the 

'Har Ghar Tiranga' campaign 

under Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav. 

 On 2 August, the Indian Army 

hoisted a 75 feet high National 

Flag in Dharamshala, Himachal 

Pradesh. 

 On 3 August, the Ministry of 

Culture released a ‘Har Ghar 

Tiranga’ anthem to show the spirit, 

strength and diversity of India.  

 Flag Foundation of India is a non-

profit body under the societies 

registration act of 1980.

Maldives President Ibrahim 

Mohamed Solih was on a 4-day 

visit to India from August 1. 

 He was accompanied by a team of 

high-level officials and a business 

delegation. 

 He met President Droupadi 

Murmu and held talks with Prime 

Minister Narendra Modi. 

 During his visit, both countries 

reviewed the progress made in 

partnership. 

 India recognize the Maldives after 

its independence in 1965. 

India – Maldives Relations: 

 India and Maldives signed a trade 

agreement in 1981. 

 India-Maldives bilateral trade 

crossed the $ 300 mn mark in 

2021. 

 The Maldives occupies a special 

place in India’s Neighbourhood 

First Policy. 

 In February 2022, India and 

Maldives organized the 3rd 

Defense Cooperation Dialogue to 

strengthen defence cooperation. 

USA used ‘Hellfire R 9X’ missile to 

kill al-Qaeda chief Ayman al-

Zawahiri.  

 The United States has killed al-

Qaeda chief Ayman al-Zawahiri in 

a drone strike in Afghanistan by 

using the ‘Hellfire R 9X’ missile. 

 The US launched Hellfire R 9X 

missiles from its MQ-9 Reaper 

drones. 

 Ayman al-Zawahiri was the 

successor of Osama Bin Laden. 

 MQ-9 Reaper drones have been 

manufactured by General 

Atomics.  

What is the Hellfire 9X missile? 

 It is formally known as AGM-

114R9X. It is also known as ‘flying 

Ginsu’ and Ninja Bomb. 

 It has blades that can cut through 

buildings or car roofs to reach the 

target.  

 It has six blades that fly at high 

speed and shreds the target 

without triggering any blast. 

 It is used particularly when a 

terrorist leader has been pinpointed 

and there are innocent civilians 

around the target. 

 It is about five feet long and weighs 

over 100 pounds. It has 45 kg of 

reinforced metal at its tip. 

India wants to become part of the 

Minerals Security Partnership. 
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 Minerals Security Partnership is 

a US-led partnership initiative of 

11 countries announced in June 

2022. It has been formed for 

strengthening critical mineral 

supply chains. 

 Australia, Canada, Finland, United 

States, France, Germany, Japan, 

the Republic of Korea (South 

Korea), Sweden, the United 

Kingdom, and the European 

Commission are members of the 

MSP. 

 At present, India is not a part of 

this partnership. India is 

dependent on other countries for 

rare earth minerals. 

 The main aim of this new group is 

to attract investment from 

governments and the private 

sector for developing strategic 

opportunities. 

 The Minerals Security Partnership 

will focus on the supply chains of 

minerals such as Cobalt, Nickel, 

Lithium and 17 ‘rare earth’ 

minerals. 

 This group has been formed to 

reduce dependency on China for 

rare earth minerals. China 

produces around half of the rare 

earth minerals. 

 Cobalt, Nickel, and Lithium are 

very important because they are 

used in the batteries of electric 

vehicles. 

1st meeting of India-Mauritius High-

Powered Joint Trade Committee 

concluded in New Delhi. 

 Dr Srikar K Reddy co-chaired the 

High-Powered Joint Trade 

Committee’s first session, held in 

New Delhi from 1-3 August.  

 The High-Powered Joint Trade 

Committee between India and 

Mauritius has been formed under 

the Comprehensive Economic 

Cooperation and Partnership 

Agreement (CECPA). 

 The committee reviews the 

general functioning and 

implementation of the CECPA 

between India and Mauritius. 

CECPA between India and 

Mauritius came into force on 1 

April 2021. 

 Both sides agreed to include the 

General Economic Cooperation 

(GEC) Chapter and Automatic 

Trigger Safeguard Mechanism 

(ATSM) in CECPA. 

 The GEC chapter will enhance 

cooperation in the fields of 

Investments, Financial Services, 

Textile, Small and Medium 

Enterprises, Handicrafts, etc. 
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 The trade between India and 

Mauritius has increased from USD 

690.02 million in 2019-20 to USD 

786.72 million in 2021-22.

(QRFV) has been successfully 

delivered to the Indian Army by 

the Aerospace and Defence Arm 

of the Tata Group, Tata Advanced 

Systems Limited (TASL). 

 The indigenous developed combat 

vehicle will improve the Indian 

Army's operational capability in 

future conflicts and war-like 

conditions. 

 The government's efforts to boost 

the manufacturing of indigenous 

defense equipment have lowered 

foreign defense procurement from 

46% of overall spending to 36% in 

the last four years (2018-19 to 

2021-22). 

 In April 2022, Former Chief of 

Army Staff General MM Naravane 

inducted the first set of QRFV 

along with Infantry Protected 

Mobility Vehicle (IPMV), Ultra 

Long-Range Observation System 

developed by TASL. 

 He also inducted Monocoque Hull

 It is a firm in India that specializes 

in aerospace, defence, military 

engineering and construction, and 

technology. 

 It is a wholly-owned subsidiary of 

Tata Sons, the Tata Group's 

holding company.

Telangana. 

 

India to take part in ‘Pitch Black’ 

multilateral exercise in Australia. 

 India will participate in the air 

combat ‘Pitch Black’ exercise 

along with Australia, Canada, 

France, Germany, Philippines, 

South Korea, etc. 

 A total of 100 aircraft and 2,500 

military personnel from 17 

countries will take part in the 

exercise. 

 It is scheduled to take place from 

August 19 to September 6 in 

Northern Australia. 

 The Indian Air Force first 

participated in this multilateral 

exercise in 2018. 

 This exercise gives an opportunity 

for the exchange of knowledge 

and experience between 

participating countries. 

 The first Pitch Black exercise was 

held on 15-16 June 1981. It is 

hosted by the Royal Australian Air 

Force (RAAF) biennially. 

India and the US will carry out a 

fortnight-long military exercise in 

October 2022. 

 The 18th edition of exercise “Yudh 

Abhyas” will be held from October 

14 to 31 in Uttarakhand’s Auli. 

 Auli is in Chamoli district of 

Uttarakhand. The previous edition 

of the exercise was held in 

October last year in Alaska in the 

US. 

 The exercise is aimed at 

enhancing understanding, 

cooperation and interoperability 

between the two armies. 

 In June 2016, the US designated 

India a “Major Defence Partner”.  

 India and the US signed the 

Logistics Exchange Memorandum 

of Agreement in 2016. 

SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY 

SPACE AND IT 

ISRO launched its new Small 

Satellite Launch Vehicle (SSLV) on 

7 August. 

 The Indian Space Research 

Organisation (ISRO) launched the 

SSLV-D1/EOS-02 Mission from 
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Satish Dhawan Space Centre 

(SDSC) on 7 August. 

 It was the first flight for the new 

Small Satellite Launch Vehicle 

(SSLV). 

 On the maiden flight, the SSLV 

carried EOS-2, India’s Earth 

Observation Satellites. 

 This launch shifted the burden of 

commercial launches from Polar 

Satellite Launch Vehicles (PSLV) 

to Small Satellite Launch Vehicles 

(SSLV). It was used for launching 

a small satellite. 

 SSLV also carried the AzadiSat 

which was a satellite developed by 

750 rural students coordinated by 

SpaceKidz India. 

 The SSLV cost about one-fourth 

of the current PSLV cost. It can be 

assembled by a team of six 

people within seven days. 

South Korea launched its first 

lunar mission "Danuri" on 4th 

August. 

 South Korea launched its first 

lunar probe from Cape Canaveral 

Space Force Base in Florida. 

 South Korea became the seventh 

country in the world to launch an 

unmanned ‘lunar Probe’. 

 A SpaceX Falcon 9 rocket took 

the spacecraft into space. The 

spacecraft carried a total of six 

payloads. 

 The spacecraft has been 

developed by the Korea 

Aerospace Research Institute 

(KARI). 

 Danuri, which means enjoy the 

moon in Korean, will study moon 

carters, magnetic fields, and 

surface weathering. 

 Danuri mission includes taking 

measurements of the Moon’s 

magnetic field, testing wireless 

internet from Earth to space, and 

looking for hidden sources of 

water and ice. 

 Korea Aerospace Research 

Institute (KARI) has joined hands 

with NASA for this mission.  

NASA is planning to send two 

more helicopters as part of its 

Mars Sample Return Program. 

 Last year, NASA’s first helicopter 

‘Ingenuity’ collected 11 samples of 

MARS surface. 

 NASA is sending two more 

helicopters to bring rocks and dust 

from MARS to the Earth. 

 These helicopters will be similar to 

the Ingenuity but have the added 
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ability to grab and transport small 

tubes filled with bits of Martian 

rock. 

 They will be part of NASA’s next 

mission in association with the 

European Space Agency for 

examining the rocks of Mars.  

 The first helicopter ‘Ingenuity’ was 

part of the Perseverance rover. 

The rover collected the sample 

during its exploration of a crater 

named Jezero. 

 These helicopters will carry the 

sample collected by the 

Perseverance rover back to the 

lander. 

 These helicopters will be of almost 

the same size as Ingenuity but 

have small wheels at the bottom 

of the landing legs. 

BIOTECHNOLOGY AND 
DISEASES 

IIT Guwahati set up centre of 

excellence for biomedical device 

and diagnostics innovation. 

 This centre of excellence for 

biomedical device and diagnostics 

innovation will help in developing 

indigenous products. 

 The centre will develop devices to 

full fill the needs of rural areas 

with a focus on healthcare delivery 

to the last-mile population. 

 The Centre of Excellence will also 

work on detecting biomarkers 

using microfluidic and 

semiconductor nano-biosensors to 

detect various non-communicable 

diseases (NCDs). 

 The Centre will also use frugal 

innovation related to biomedical 

devices. 

 The ICMR centre of excellence 

will help in reducing the import of 

healthcare devices from other 

countries under the ‘Atmanirbhar 

Bharat’ initiative. 

AlphaFold predicted and published 

the structures of nearly all 

proteins. 

 AlphaFold is a tool developed by 

AI research company DeepMind 

Technologies. 

 DeepMind Technologies has 

released the structure of more 

than 200 million proteins in 

association with the European 

Bioinformatics Institute (EMBL-

EBI). 

 It has predicted the structures of 

plants, bacteria, animals, and 

other organisms.  
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 Proteins are complex biological 

molecules, which are made up of 

amino acids. 

 The structure of the protein is very 

important for biologists. This 

three-dimensional information has 

been collected by using cryo-

electron microscopes.  

 DeepMind is an AI firm owned by 

Google's parent company, 

'Alphabet'. 

INDIAN POLITY 

Election Commission of India has 

allowed 17 years old citizens to 

enroll in voter’s list. 

 Now the voters turning 18 on 1 

January of a year need not wait to 

enroll in the voter’s list.  

 Those above the age of 17 can 

now apply in advance on 1 April, 1 

July, 1 October and 1 January to 

get enrollment in the voter’s list. 

 The Election Commission of India, 

in pursuance of the legal 

amendments in Section 14(b) of 

the RP Act 1950 and consequent 

modifications in Registration of 

Electors Rules, 1960, has 

initiated the process to bring 

required changes to 

prepare/revise the electoral roll of 

Assembly/Parliamentary 

Constituency. 

 ECI has given an optional 

provision to link Aadhar details 

with the form. These newly 

modified forms have come into 

effect from 1 August 2022.  

 61st Constitutional Amendment 

Act 1988 lowered the voting age 

in India from 21 years to 18 years. 

Article 326 says that every citizen 

of India who is not less than 18 

years of age is entitled to be 

registered as a voter at any such 

election. 

Wild Life (Protection) Amendment 

Bill, 2021 has been introduced to 

Loksabha for consideration and 

passing. 

 Wild Life (Protection) Amendment 

Bill, 2021 seeks to amend the Wild 

Life (Protection) Act, 1972. 

 This bill will increase the number 

of protected species under this 

act. It will change the definition of 

‘Tiger and other Endangered 

Species’ to ‘Wild Life’. 

 The bill will cover flora, fauna and 

aqua and also regulates wildlife 

trade as per the Convention on 

International Trade in Endangered 

Species of Wild Fauna and Flora 

(CITES). 

 The bill empowers the central 

government to regulate or prohibit 
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the import, trade, and proliferation 

of invasive alien species. 

 The bill also proposes to form a 

Management authority for issuing 

permits for the trade of scheduled 

species. 

 The bill gives power to the central 

government to also notify a 

conservation reserve. 

 The bill will change the current 

schedule for vermin species.  

 The bill also has provisions of 

fines for General violations up to 1 

lakh and for specially protected 

animals at least Rs 25,000. 

 The bill has kept 131 mammals, 

112 birds, 43 birds, 26 fishes, 63 

insects, and 388 corals under 

Schedule I. 

 41 mammals, 864 birds, 12 

reptiles, 58 insects, molluscs, and 

sponges have been kept under 

Schedule II. 

Criminal Procedure (Identification) 

Act, 2022 has come into effect 

from 04 August 2022.  

 It has empowered the Police or 

Prison Officers to take 

measurements of any person who 

resists or refuses to give 

measurements. 

 Under the act, the National Crime 

Records Bureau of India has been 

empowered to collect, store and 

preserve the record of 

measurements. 

 It has also been empowered for 

sharing, dissemination, 

destruction and disposal of 

records. 

 The measurements include finger 

impressions, palm-print and foot-

print impressions, photographs, 

iris and retina scan, physical, 

biological samples and their 

analysis. 

 Criminal Procedure (Identification) 

Act, 2022 has replaced the 

Identification of Prisoners Act, 

1920. Lok Sabha passed it in April 

2022.  

Government tabled Energy 

Conservation (Amendment) Bill, 

2022 in the Lok Sabha. 

 The bill has provisions for 

mandatory minimum use of non-

fossil sources including green 

hydrogen, green ammonia, 

biomass and ethanol for energy 

and feedstock. 

 It also proposed setting up carbon 

trading markets and aims to 

achieve energy security. 
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 It will bring large residential 

buildings under the ambit of 

energy conservation. 

 It will help in reducing carbon 

emissions to the atmosphere and 

increase investments in clean 

energy and energy efficiency 

areas. 

 The bill also seeks to enhance the 

scope of the energy conservation 

building code and increase 

members in the governing council 

of the Bureau of Energy 

Efficiency. 

 The Energy Conservation Act (EC 

Act) was enacted in 2001 for 

reducing the energy intensity of 

the Indian economy. 

ECONOMY/BANKING/FINANCE 

INDIAN ECONOMY 

Trade deficit reached a record high 

of $ 31 bn in July 2022. 

 In July 2022, India's trade deficit 

jumped to a new record high of 

$31.02 billion. The trade deficit 

was $10.63 billion in July 2021. 

 Export decreased by 0.76% in 

July to $35.24 billion as compared 

to the previous year. The imports 

rose 43.6% to $66.3 billion from 

$46.2 billion. 

 The merchandise exports has 

fallen 12.18% in July from the 

previous month. 

 India’s petroleum exports have 

decreased by 7 percent as 

compared to the last year. Exports 

of engineering goods have 

contracted by 2.5 percent and 

handloom products by 28.3 

percent. 

 The High global commodity prices 

is the main factor behind the 

widening of the trade deficit.  

 This has put pressure on the 

rupee's exchange rate as of result 

Indian rupee reached at 80.05 per 

U.S. dollar on 20 July 2022. 

 India's foreign exchange reserves 

have decreased by $70 billion 

from their peak of $642.45 billion. 

RBI hiked the repo rate from 4.90% 

to 5.4%. 

 The Reserve Bank of India’s 

Monetary Policy Committee 

(MPC) increased the repo rate by 

50 basis points to 5.4%. Since 

May 2022, the repo rate has 

increased by 140 basis points. 

 The increase in repo rate will 

increase the lending rates and 

EMIs of existing home loan 

customers. 
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 The main aim of increasing the 

repo rate is to control the rising 

inflation. 

 For the current financial year, the 

RBI retained its CPI inflation 

forecast of 6.7 per cent. 

 RBI Governor said that the 

inflation trajectory will depend 

upon global markets and 

geopolitical developments. 

 The Standing Deposit Facility 

(SDF) rate will be 5.15 per cent 

while Marginal Standing Facility 

(MSF) Rate will remain 5.65 per 

cent. 

 The real GDP growth projection 

for 2022-23 retained at 7.2 per 

cent with Q1 - 16.2 per cent, Q2 - 

6.2 per cent, Q3 - 4.1 per cent and 

Q4 - 4 per cent. 

 GDP growth for the first quarter is 

projected to be 6.7 per cent. 

AGRICULTURE AND ALLIED 
SECTORS 

The highest ever Fair and 

Remunerative Price (FRP) of Rs 

305 per quintal has been approved 

for sugarcane farmers. 

 Cabinet Committee on Economic 

Affairs (CCEA) has approved the 

FRP of sugarcane for sugar 

season 2022-23 (October - 

September). 

 The FRP for sugar season 2022-

23 is 2.6% higher than current 

sugar season 2021-22. 

 The decision will benefit five crore 

sugarcane farmers and five lakh 

workers employed in the sugar 

mills and related activities.  

 In the past eight years, Fair and 

Remunerative Price has increased 

by more than 34%.  

 The FRP is announced by the 

Central government. It is 

announced on the basis of 

recommendations of Commission 

for Agricultural Costs and Prices 

(CACP) in consultation with the 

State Governments and after 

taking feedback from sugar 

industry associations. 

About Fair and Remunerative Price 

(FRP): 

 In October 2009, Sugarcane 

(Control) Order 1966 was 

amended. 

 The Statutory Minimum Price 

(SMP) of sugarcane was replaced 

by the FRP of sugarcane for the 

sugar season 2009-10 and 

onwards.

 It is the first time that India’s 

coffee export has crossed the 

billion dollars mark. 

 In 2020-21, India’s coffee export 

value was US$ 734.98 million. 

Coffee shipments have increased 

by 42% during this period. 

 India export around two-thirds of 

the coffee it produced every year. 

 India exports coffee to more than 

50 countries around the world. 

Italy, Germany, Belgium, and 

Russia are the largest importers of 

coffee from India. 

 India also exports coffee to Libya, 

Poland, Jordan, Malaysia, the US, 

Slovenia, and Australia. 

 Karnataka is the largest coffee 

producer in India. It produces 

around 70% of the total coffee 

produced in India. Kerala and 

Tamil Nadu are in the second and 

third positions. 

 Arabica and Robusta types of 

coffee are mainly produced in 

India. Due to its mild fragrant 

flavour, Arabica coffee has a 

higher market value than Robusta 

coffee. 

 Brazil is the highest coffee-

exporting country in the world. It is 

followed by Vietnam, Colombia 

and Indonesia. 

BANKING/FINANCE 

Bharat Bill Payment System 

(BBPS) will be enabled to accept 

cross-border inward payments.  

 As per RBI proposal, Non-

Resident Indians (NRIs) will be 

able to make utility, education and 

other bill payments for their 

families in India through BBPS.  

 According to RBI’s bi-monthly 

Statement on Developmental and 

Regulatory Policies, BBPS is 

currently accessible only for the 

residents of India. 

 RBI has proposed to enable BBPS 

to accept cross-border inward 

payments to facilitate the NRIs in 

carrying out utility, education and 

other bill payments on behalf of 

their families in India.  
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 RBI has also taken a decision to 

bring Credit Information 

Companies under the internal 

Ombudsman framework. 

 Bharat Bill Payment System 

(BBPS) is an RBI conceptualized 

ecosystem driven by the National 

Payments Corporation of India 

(NPCI).  

 NPCI functions as the authorised 

Bharat Bill Payment Central Unit 

(BBPCU). BBPS Pilot was 

launched in the year 2016.  

GEOGRAPHY 

Earth broke its record of the 

shortest day by completing a 

rotation in 1.59 milliseconds less 

than its standard time. 

 Earth completed a full spin in 1.59 

milliseconds less than its standard 

24-hour rotation on 29 July. 

 Earth broke its previous record of 

1.47 milliseconds, which was 

recorded on 19 July 2020. 

 According to reports, it has been 

noted that in recent times earth’s 

speed has increased. 

 The main cause of the high speed 

of the earth is still unknown but 

scientists predict that speed has 

increased due to the processes in 

the inner or outer layers of the 

core, oceans, tides or climate 

change. 

 Some scientists have speculated 

that the increase in Earth's speed 

is due to the "Chandler wobble" 

effect, which is a change in the 

Earth's rotation on its axis. 

 The Earth usually takes exactly 24 

hours to rotate once on its axis. 

 The Earth takes 365 days and five 

hours to complete one revolution 

around the sun. 

ENVIRONMENT AND ECOLOGY 

McKinney fire burned 51,000 acres 

within two days in Northern 

California. 

 The blaze named the ‘McKinney 

fire’ is the largest fire in California 

this year. 

 The McKinney fire started in 

Siskiyou County near the 

California-Oregon border on 29 

July. 

 It has spread over more than 

51,000 acres near the city of 

Yreka. It has badly affected the 

Oak Knoll Ranger District of the 

Klamath National Forest. 

 The McKinney Fire generated an 

enormous pyrocumulonimbus 

cloud, which reached up to 50,000 
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feet into the troposphere and 

stratosphere. 

 As the McKinney Fire intensified, 

California Governor Gavin 

Newsom declared a state of 

emergency. More than 2,000 

residents were evacuated from the 

region. 

 Two other fires burning in Siskiyou 

County -- the China 2 and Evans 

fire have burned more than 300 

acres. 

Causes of fire forest: 

 Due to lightning and thunderstorm, 

forest fire incidents occur. 

 Dried leaves are more vulnerable 

to fire and even a spark leads to a 

raging fire. 

 It can be caused due to human 

carelessness like throwing 

cigarettes.  

10 more Indian wetlands sites 

added to Ramsar Site list. 

 With 10 more sites, the total 

number of Indian wetlands in the 

Ramsar Site list has reached 64. 

 Now, India and China have the 

highest number of wetlands on the 

Ramsar Site list. 

 The 10 new sites- six in Tamil 

Nadu and one each in Goa, 

Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh and 

Odisha. The total 64 wetlands 

cover an area of 12,50,361 

hectares. 

 The designations will help in the 

conservation and management of 

wetlands as well as the efficient 

use of resources. 

 India has set a target of 75 

Ramsar sites on the 75th 

anniversary of independence. 

India signed the Ramsar 

Convention on 1st Feb 1982.

 The usage of the flag is governed 

by the Flag Code of India, 2002.

12.8%. Around 1.76 million people 

died due to lung cancer in 2018. 

 The IASLC World Conference on 

Lung Cancer (WCLC) is the 

largest organization to deal with 

lung cancer. 

 

World Breastfeeding Week is 

observed from 1st to 7th of August 

every year. 

 World Breastfeeding Week was 

first started in 1992. 

 It is celebrated to promote the 

benefits of breastfeeding for both 

mother and the baby. 

 In 2018, a World Health Assembly 

resolution endorsed World 

Breastfeeding Week as an 

important breastfeeding promotion 

strategy.   

 Breast milk contains colostrum. 

Colostrum protects the newborn 
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and children from sickness. It 

imparts them with immunity. 

 Breastfeeding helps in sensory 

and cognitive development of 

infants. It reduces breast and 

ovarian cancer risks in mothers.
